3. APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
MOTIONED (Susan Carter), SECONDED (Matthew Wilson), CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY to approve the minutes of May 30, 2015 as presented.
4. Treasurer’s Report- $10,131.08 is the balance at time of meeting. $2500 grant from SDG&E was deposited. Colleen Manzer and Susan Carter can access and sign checks on the new bank account with Wells Fargo.  Matt Arsena needs to be reimbursed for food costs for the POA picnic. 
MOTIONED (Bonni Cogan), SECONDED (Marcy Diehl), CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented.

5. Old Business:
a. Educational Events:

i. WUI Fire Training (presented by Colleen): Ann Baldridge confirmed the date of October 17th.  We have 17 people already signed up for the full-day class.  Colleen will reach out to Rick Marinelli to ask to use the Volunteer Fire station for the morning classroom portion.  Terri Groth (survivor home) and Marcy Diehl (new home) have agreed to use their homes for the afternoon field trip.  Colleen will check to see how many home sites we need.  Colleen will ask Joel Morrison if he has a topo map of the Woods so we can mark houses that burned/survived the Cedar fire.  We think that would be a great discussion at the training session. Ann will publish the event on the Greater SDFSC.  Colleen has sent to fire partners in Julian already and will send to Mike Hart, Julian News, to encourage more Julian people to attend.  
ii. Defensible Landscaping (Presented by Terri Groth): Terri contacted Greg Rubin who is an expert on Defensible space, landscaping and native plants and the effects of fire.  His fee is $300, plus mileage, to speak.  


MOTIONED (Bonni Cogan), SECONDED (Marcy Diehl), CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY to approve spending up to $400 for this event. 

Terri will suggest the following dates to Greg for the presentation: November 1, 7, 8, and 14.  November 1st would provide an opportunity to coordinate with the Garden Club.  Proposed time for the presentation is 11:00 AM.  We discussed following the presentation with a fund raising meal and plant/calendar sale.  Details on this plan to follow. 

Colleen will contact Rick Marinelli and ask to use the fire station for this event as well.

b. Community Clean-up Events: 
i. Matt Arsena was not present to discuss plans for September 26 Community clean-up Chipping day.  The following actions need to be completed for the event.  People are ready to help Matt Arsena, who can contact by e-mail on needs:
1. Create flyer—distribute through e-mail, post on gates, post on CWFSC and POA websites (Terri said she will post on gates).  
2. Gather addresses of properties that will want chipping

3. Contact ECTLC confirm they can work the event

4. Confirm time of the party-let council know what we should bring.

MOTIONED (Bonni Cogan), SECONDED (Terri Groth), CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY to approve spending up to $800 dollars for this event.

6. New Business
a. Officers for 2016. Colleen let the group know that she would not continue as President next year.  She will remain a member-at-large and continue to support all the projects we decide to do.  Bonni and Marcy are up for re-election as Board members and plan to continue in those positions. Susan Carter, Terri Groth and Matt Arsena are willing to remain in their positions.  Bonni and Susan agreed it would be better to have the VP position held by a new person who would potentially serve as a future President. We encourage any member-at-large to take on an officer position and remind folks that the primary duty of President is to call for and run the meetings, nothing more, making it one of the easiest positions!  
b. Susan Carter reminded the group of the need to update our portion of the CWPP.  This document is “owned” by Greater Julian Fire Safe Council.  The group felt there could be value in having a representative of CWFSC going to Greater Julian FSC meetings. Susan is going to reach out to Martin to ask for a copy of the CWPP and ask about someone attending meetings in the future.
7. Announcements: 
a. Terri and Susan shared a book “The Fire Outside my Window” by Sandra Millers Younger which is about the Cedar Fire and encouraged all to read.
b. Colleen shared two e-mails with the group:

i. NFPA newsletter that has a lot of useful information and encouraged those interested to sign up to receive it. She asked Susan to add a link to the newsletter on our website.
ii. Ann Baldridge sent an e-mail about potential funds for clearing.  Colleen asked all to review and see if we could apply.   

c. Marcy Diehl shared some emergency planning materials she read in the paper and thought it could be used in the next version of our booklet.  Colleen will compare and make recommends to edits we can make on the website for the booklet.

d. Colleen to follow-up with Mary Ann Miller about any “extra” CW calendars that we can help sell at the Fall events. 

e. Bonni suggested we post meeting notices on the gates, to encourage more participation.  Terri volunteered to post if someone can print.  Colleen suggested the secretary print—will ask Matt Arsena if he can do this.

f. Kenny asked that we put on the agenda for next March—a funding raising program to sell Christmas trees November2016.
